· Coordinate with the West Charlton Fire Department for three long tables and 32 chairs

· Obtain volunteers and a truck for transportation of tables and chairs for pick up and movement the day before the event, and return immediately thereafter. Have historically given the fire department $50 for there use.

· Acquire three coolers from Rotarians for drinks and also ice, all to be in-place and loaded for the event

· Acquire Rotary volunteers for set up, collection of money, posting of scores and event breakdown.

· Movement of the tables and chairs is best handled with a pickup truck or a van with an 8' bed.
